For centuries, sky watchers have reported seeing mysterious flashes of light on the surface of the moon. Modern
astronomers have observed the same phenomenon, but no one has been able to satisfactorily explain how or why
the moon sporadically sparks. However, researchers now believe they have found the cause.

Researchers have examined the chemical content of Moon rocks retrieved by astronauts during the Apollo
missions and have found that they contain volatile gases such as helium, hydrogen, and argon. The researchers
suggest that stray electrons, freed when the rock cracks, may ignite these gases.

What first comes to your mind when you think about “hip hop?” Baggy pants, rap music, graffiti, breakdancing,
hats worn backward and so forth? Indeed, they all represent authentic hip-hop culture. According to statistics,
approximately 75% of hip hop audience is non-African Americans while it’s created by African-American youth
on the street, In light of its unprecedented popularity and tremendous cross-culture appeal, hip hop culture could
be seen as a unifying force that has the potential to bring different ethnic groups together and help mend ethnic
relations.
